We had 54 children participate in the Greenville Citizen Baseball League 
Spring Baseball Clinic on Saturday, April 9th.  Healthy Kids Day was 
Saturday, April 16th and we had nearly 200 children and parents visit us.  
The inaugural Hippity Hop 5K Trail Run was held on Saturday, April 23rd at 
Chenoweth Trails.  Over 200 individuals registered and a total of nearly 300 
people were in attendance.  The weather held out and the race was a 
success, despite the mud!
